Course Description
This course examines current curriculum models, materials, teaching approaches and assessment techniques that maximize the academic achievement of English language learners. It emphasizes strategies related to planning, implementing, and managing instruction that enable students in different proficiency levels to access the core curriculum and develop language skills.
Course Prerequisites

Students in this course should have completed both ED 482D and ED 483D. The completion of ED 484D is highly recommended. In addition, preservice teachers should be admitted or currently enrolled in a teacher education program. If you are taking this course concurrently with ED492D, you need to see the Coordinator of the ESOL/Bilingual Endorsement Program, Dr. Karie Mize, for approval. 
Course Objectives

Students in this class will work towards the following goals:

1. Examine and apply research-based curricular models, teaching strategies, materials and assessment tools for language development in ESOL and bilingual classrooms

2. Create learning environments that foster the acquisition and use of English in listening, speaking, reading and writing for social and academic purposes

3. Incorporate language goals, content goals, and learning strategy development in lesson planning

4. Explore ways to explicitly teach content-specific language forms and functions

5. Create, choose and adapt instructional resources, materials and technologies across content areas for English language learners

6. Develop and practice techniques for scaffolding content instruction while fostering language acquisition

7. Critically examine issues of assessment that affect English language learners, such as cultural and linguistic bias in tests, testing language vs. content knowledge, and appropriate testing accommodations. <>

Observation of a Sheltered Lesson

Due: Class Four, Five, or Six

20 Points

A form will be provided for you to observe a teacher who is instructing English Language Learners. The form is modeled after the observation form that your ESOL supervisor will use during the ESOL Practicum. 

Gain permission from a teacher to observe her/him teaching a lesson for ELLs. Ideally this will be a Math, Science, or Social Studies lesson since these subjects are the focus of ED491D. If this is not feasible, please talk with me about options. 

You will record the total number of students and the number of ELLs present during the lesson. Please ensure that the class has at least 10% ELLs so that the likelihood of observing sheltered strategies is increased.

Become familiar with the form prior to your observation. At the bottom of each page where the form indicates “Comments,” include the following, focusing on ELLs as much as possible:

((( 3 positives or successes in the lesson

(( 2 questions you have for the teacher


( 1 idea or suggestion you have to benefit the language learners
After the lesson, debrief with the teacher, ideally in person but email is acceptable. You may choose to begin by sharing some of the positive aspects of the lesson. Next, ask about how the teacher will assess the students. Finally, ask at least one of the questions that arose as you were observing the lesson.

On the back of the form, please write a response to the following:

A) How is the teacher going to assess the students? Does this sound appropriate for ELLs?

B) What was the question you asked the teacher to clarify, and what was her/his response?

C) What insights did you gain from using the observation form and/or having the opportunity to observe someone teaching language learners?

Turn in the observation form between the fourth and sixth class session.

Due: Class Ten

20 Points

Choose the four “golden nuggets” or things that you want to remember when you are a teacher. They may be philosophy, quotes and sayings, graphic organizers, lesson ideas, teaching strategies, websites, behavior management, et cetera. Create a format to display these important ideas that you can hang, display, or keep in your classroom. In addition to your in-class notes, look through your reading notes, handouts and class materials. Include strategies or lesson ideas from the Herrell & Jordan book. Although this project is designed so you will review and reflect on the course material from ED491, you may include things from other courses.
You will briefly share this project with your peers on the last class and it will be immediately returned to you. I will not write on it, so create something you will really keep. I highly recommend that you work on this project throughout the term instead of waiting until the last moment. See the Weebly Site for ideas, but let this assignment be a creative outlet!

Group Presentation and Essay
20 Points

Students will have a group that focuses on a sheltered instruction model.  All students must write a general overview of the model to be turned in at the time of the presentation.  The essay will be written with a 12 point font, double-spaced, and sources cited with APA style.  The presentation will be divided into four parts:  theory, strategies, video or other realia, and handout or flyer.
